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An adequate to good guided literary analysis will:

e comment on the reactions of the characters to the loss of the cat
¢ show some understanding of the setting of the piece in relation to the dangers that the cat
may encounter

e discuss how elements such as the weather, the darkness, the sounds and the crow create
the threatening atmosphere.

A very good to very excellent guided literary analysis may also:

¢ show a more subtle understanding of the complexities of the reactions of the characters to
the loss of the cat

e demonstrate in greater depth the influence of the setting
o discuss the relationship between dialogue and description
e appreciate the effects of the presence and power of the crow.

An adequate to good guided literary analysis will:

e comment on the differences between the speaker and the tyre shop man

e comment on the connections perceived by the speaker between his world and that of the
tyre shop man

¢ comment in some detail on the imagery and other devices used (for example, structure,
diction, contrast).

A very good to excellent literary commentary may also:

e demonstrate a more thorough understanding of how the movement from concrete,
mundane details (for example, “cigarette”, “coffee”, “doors”) to more abstract, lyrical
elements (for example, “measure of their rhyme”, “wild orb of redness”) shows the
widening of the speaker’s perception of the world

o explore in greater depth the ways in which the meaning has been conveyed by the use of
imagery and other devices (for example, the shift in register from the colloquial to the
more poetic)

e show an understanding of the impact of the final lines.
